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Abstract

The purposes of the study on “Guidelines for Developing Community Welfare

Network through Sufficiency Economy Philosophy” were 1) to study the status and form/system
of community welfare; 2) to study guidelines for developing the community welfare network;
and 3) to study factors which supported and obstructed the operation of community welfare
network. The studied area in this study was in Khao Ruak Sub-District, Lam Sonthi District,
Lop Buri Province. The data were collected by studying related documents, interviewing, setting
seminars, and inquiring. The qualitative data were analyzed by using content analysis,
discrimination, grouping, comparison, and studying the correlation between the independent
variables and dependent ones, while the quantitative data were analyzed by using descriptive
statistics. The findings of this study were as follows:

1. Considering the status and the form/system of the community welfare, it was
found that the community welfare foundation was derived from the cooperation of community
leaders who wanted to create life stability for people in the community by supporting each other.
Some members of the community welfare foundation donated their money to the community
welfare foundation, while some people were under a condition that had to be a member of the
foundation if they had taken out a loan from a village bank. There were 382 members altogether
from 6 villages under Khao Ruak Sub-District, Lam Sonthi District, Lop Buri Province. At first,
the foundation would pay the compensation only when any member died, but at present the
foundation would pay the compensation when any member’s child was born, pay for the
education fee for their children, pay for their medical treatment when they were ill, and pay the
compensation when they died. The foundation had been supported by community sectors, and
various related sectors continuously.

2. Considering the guidelines for developing the community welfare network through
Sufficiency Economy Philosophy, it was found that 5 aspects of the guidelines for actual practice
plan to develop the foundation had been defined, these were foundation management aspect,

campaign setting and PR the foundation aspect, developing the competence of leaders and



members of the foundation aspect, the capital management aspect, and developing the learning
network aspect.

3. Considering the output after developing the community welfare network through
Sufficiency Economy Philosophy, it was found that the members’ satisfaction of forming the
community welfare after this study higher than before study. It was also found that community
researchers had learned and understood the information relating to the community welfare more,
their skills had been developed, they dared to present their ideas more, and they accepted other
people’s opinions more. The committee and members of the foundation had more knowledge and
understanding about the foundation. They had got new ideas and made their foundation public
more. They were serviced better, they had set group discussion to share their ideas, to create
conscience in supporting each other, and to create the unity. The foundation had received useful
information for the cooperation, had been supported by various related sectors, had more
systematic database of the community welfare, and had got more members. The community was
strengthened by the unity of people in the community who paid attention and participated in any
activity to support each other.

Considering the operation of the community welfare foundation through Sufficiency
Economy Philosophy, it was found that the foundation had already operated adhering to
Sufficiency Economy Philosophy in many aspects, these were sufficiency aspect, reasoning
aspect, immunity aspect, virtue aspect, and knowledge aspect.

4. Considering the factors relating to the operation of the community welfare network
adhering to the Sufficiency Economy Philosophy, it was found as follows: 1) Internal factors
which were strong points were the committee, the management, and the form/system of the
community welfare foundation; 2) internal factors which were weak points were the committee,
the members themselves, and the management; 3) external factors which supported the operation
of the community welfare network were the supply of various suitable resources, and the
network forming; and 4) external factors which obstructed the operation to develop the
community welfare network were the attitude of the people in the community toward the
community welfare operation, the general characteristics of the members of the community
welfare foundation, and the support from related local sectors.

5. Considering the suggestions on the community welfare development, it was found that
there were suggestions toward the members themselves, the foundation, community and groups

of people, community welfare network at the district and province level, and alliances. The



suggestions at the policy approach were related to the community welfare network development
at the village and sub-district level. There were suggestions toward the alliances which were
related to the support of the community welfare network development. Considering the
suggestions on further studying, the findings of this study should have been followed up in the
same area, the suitable factors at the sub-district and district level should have been studied
further. Besides, the forming of community welfare foundation by using the resource database or

other activities should have been studied further as well.
