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Abstract

This research aims 1) to examine the knowledge, understanding, and skills in
the Five Precepts, concentration (Samadhi) based on the Four Paths of
Accomplishment (Idhipata), and wisdom (Panya) development through faith (Sadha)
and Yonisomanasikara (Hearing from others) of the primary students, 2) to investigate
the effect of using Tri Sikkha (sila, Samadhi, and panya) to develop achievement
motivation according to P.A. Payutto’s concept. A total of 98 students are drawn from
third grade, fifth grade, and sixth grade students in Wat Lampo School and Bann Klong
Farang School. The data have been collected before, during, and after the experiment
using four research instruments which include 1) the measurement of achievement
motivation according to P.A. Payutto’s concept 2) student behavioral observation
reports from parents 3) behavioral evaluation form by researchers, and 4) student’s self
report. The analysis is done using t-test and content analysis.

Research findings are as follows;

1. Based on the parents, teachers, and researcher, students in both schools,
two groups each, gained more observable knowledge, understanding, and skills in the
Five Precepts, concentration (Samadhi) based on the Four Paths of Accomplishment
(Idhipata), and wisdom (Panya) development through faith (Sadha) and
Yonisomanasikara (Hearing from others).

2. Students in both schools, two groups each, could significantly obtain higher
score on achievement motivation according to P.A. Payutto’s concept after the
treatment at the significant level of p <0.01).

3. Students in both schools, two groups each can authentically develop their
achievement motivation according to P.A. Payutto’s concept. They were found to
increase attention, perseverance, determination, intellectual reflection, and capability

in their assiscnments and activities for the benefits of others, society, and themselves.
