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ABSTRACT

This study aimed to investigate the teaching circumstances on environmental education in
primary education; develop the distance training package on environmental education for those teachers;
compare their achievements before and during the distance training including examine their opinions on the
packages.

The participants were social studies teachers in primary schools under Nonthaburi Primary
Education Service Area Office 1 and Nonthaburi Primary Education Service Area Office 2. There were
totally 99 participants selected through purposive random sampling, in order to participate various activities
in stages of the study. The research instruments were questionnaires, list of questions for focus group,
achievement tests, and the training package. The data were analyzed by E /E, efficiency index, means,
standard deviation, t-test and content analysis.

The findings were as followed: 1) Regarding the teaching circumstances on environmental
education, teachers noted that there were three crucial environmental issues needed to emphasize to
students: garbage, sanitary, and energy. Currently, most learning activities on environmental education were
through various school projects with closed cooperation of communities or local governments. Thus,
students had important roles in practicing in those environmental activities. While teachers viewed that their
teaching processes according to the curriculum learning standards were relatively incomplete. However
teachers seemed to be satisfied basically with students’ environmental friendly behaviors, though they still
had strongly concerned about the students’ enduring environmental consciousness including their family
participation in educating environmental behaviors to their kids; 2) The E/E, efficiency index of this
distance training package had achieved the criteria; 3) The participants’ achievement in posttest exams was
significantly higher than the pretest ones at 0.05 level; 4) The teachers were satisfied toward this distance
training package at the high level. The teachers viewed that the overall training package was valuable in
providing environmental knowledge and proper behaviors to students and that would be beneficial in daily

life, including the profound details which was useful for teachers in providing environmental education.
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
