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Abstract

The objectives of this research were 1) to analyze practical activities for post-press
techniques course and 2) to improve and develop practical activities for post-press techniques
course corresponding to Thai Qualifications Framework (TQF) for Higher Education. The
research samples were the population of 2 groups. The first group were 30 STOU students in
Bachelor of Science Program in Industrial Technology who registered for post-press techniques
course and attended the practical activities. From 30 students who got questionnaires, 15
respondents were selected for focus group discussion. The second group were 12 post-press
experts for another focus group discussion. Data were collected by questionnaires and focus
group guidelines including with practical model activities for post-press techniques course. All
post-press techniques instructors improved and developed practical model activities by analyzing
the latest practical activities used in semester 2/2012 along with textbook content, curriculum
mapping and TQF for post-press techniques. The practical model activities were improved and

developed to new practical activities as a result of focus group discussion. Data were analyzed by
frequency, percentage and content analysis

The research findings were:

1. The practical model activities for post-press techniques course comprised 8 self-
practical activities at home (3 newly created activities, 5 improved activities) and 10 field
practical activities at National Printing Training Center and The University Press (1 newly
created activities, 9 improved and integrated activities). All 15 chapters from textbook content
were applied. Learning outcomes according to 5 TQF learning domains were defined along with
the content modification for each practical activity and specified both corresponding to each
other. Any modification for each practical activity were discussed in details.

2. The new practical activities for post-press technigues course comprised 7 self-practical
activities (1 moved from field practical activities, 6 improved and integrated activities) and 8
field practical activities (1 moved to self-practical activities, 7 improved and integrated
activities). All 15 chapters from textbook content were applied. The practical activity content and
learning outcomes according to 5 TQF learning domains were still corresponded to each other.
These Learning outcomes were mostly similar to the practical model activities. The most
learning domains employed in new practical activities was cognitive skills (TQF 3), followed by
interpersonal skills and responsibility (TQF 4), knowledge (TQF2), analytical and
communication skills (TQF 5) and ethical and moral development (TQF 1), respectively. At least
5 TQF learning domains reached the criteria of Thai Qualifications Framework for Higher
Education. From curriculum mapping and TQF for post-press techniques, the most learning
domains found was TQF3-3: to apply knowledge to practice and qualify essential professional
skills according to curriculum. Any modification for each practical activity were discussed in
details
