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Abstract

This research had three following objectives: (1) to survey opinions of students toward professional
experience intensive training activities on plants production management, plants production skill
enhancement practice, and plants production management practice; (2) to develop professional experience
intensive training activities on plants production management, plants production skill enhancement
practice, and plants production management practice; and (3) to evaluate professional experience intensive
training activities on plants production management, plants production skill enhancement practice, and
plants production management practice. There were three groups of purposively selected research
sample, namely, a group of 45 students classified into 15 students who attended the Professional
Experience Intensive Training Course on Plants Production Management, 15 students who attended the
Professional Experience Intensive Training Course on Plants Production Skill Enhancement Practice, and
15 students who attended the Professional Experience Intensive Training Course on Plants Production
Management Practice in the first semester of the 2015 academic year; a group of six instructors who
served as resource persons for the three training courses in the first semester of the 2015 academic year;
and a group of 10 experts on plants production management. Research data were collected with the use
of questionnaires and a brainstorming seminar. Quantitative data were statistically analyzed with
descriptive statistics and qualitative data were analyzed using content analysis, grouping, classification,
and comparison.

Research findings were as follows:

1. Opinions of students in the three training courses were as follows: (1) regarding opinions toward
activities of the Professional Experience Intensive Training Course on Plant Production Management, it
was found that the activities of special lecturing, analysis of farm operation, preparation of reports and
reports presentation, and report presentation and discussion enabled the students to acquire knowledge
more than skills and application; while group interaction and farm project writing activities enabled the
students to acquire skills more than knowledge and application; (2) regarding opinions toward activities of
the Professional Experience Intensive Training Course on Plant Production Skill Enhancement Practice, it
was found that all of the following activities, namely, self-practice activity, report preparation and
presentation, plant propagation, tools for preparation of soil for planting, harvesting, post-harvesting
science, plant enemies, water for plant production, insecticide spraying machines, and soil and fertilizer
analysis enabled the students to acquire knowledge more than skills and application; and (3) regarding
opinions toward activities of the Professional Experience Intensive Training on Plant Production
Management Practice, it was found that the following activities, namely, sharing and discussion activity,
group interaction and other activities, special lecturing, field study of state work agencies, report
preparation/preparation for report presentation, field study of work agencies, and creating instruments for
agricultural data collection enabled the students to acquire knowledge more than skills and application;
while activities on report preparation/preparation for report presentation, and activities on collection of
agricultural data in case studies of farmers enabled the students to acquire skills more than knowledge and
application.

2. Development of professional experience intensive training activities for the three courses were
as follows: (1) the new activity that had been developed for the Professional Experience Intensive Training
Course on Plants Production Management was the activity on analysis of factors affecting success in the
case studies; (2) the new activities that had been developed for the Professional Experience Intensive
Training Course on Plants Production Skills Enhancement Practice were the activity on plants cultivation in
green houses and the activity on microorganism for plants production; and (3) the new activities that had
been developed for the Professional Experience Intensive Training Course on Plants Production
Management Practice were the activity on presentation of instruments for agricultural data collection from
the farmers and the activity on meeting officials from the Registration Bureau.

3. Evaluation results of activities of the three courses were as follows: (1) as for activities of the
Professional Experience Intensive Training Course on Plant Production Management, original activities
should be upgraded to be up-to-date, and the new activity on analysis of factors affecting success in the
case studies should be kept; (2) as for activities of the Professional Experience Intensive Training Course
on Plant Production Skill Enhancement Practice, original activities should be improved by focusing on
increasing skills for the students, and the following new activities should be kept, namely, the activity on
plants cultivation in green houses and the activity on microorganism for plants production; and (3) as for
activities of the Professional Experience Intensive Training Course on Plant Production Management
Practice, the activity on meeting officials from the Registration Bureau should be cancelled, and the new
activity on presentation of instruments for agricultural data collection from the farmers should be kept.
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
