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Abstract

The Way of Banpun form Local History Studies is a basic research that employed
qualitative research methods and fieldwork to collected data. The purpose of this research was
to study the history of Banpun community, and to study the effects of changing of the community
on the expansion and development of the Bangkok area. Finally, to apply the research findings
for further studies on other issues which relate to this community.

The research findings indicated that, 1) the memoir, narrations and artifacts in Banpun
could be traced back to Ayutthaya period, furthermore the group of people who had fled from
Ayutthaya were the pioneers of making lime which was a new economical activity in this area and
has become the name of this community from that time up to the present. Now, almost all areas
of this community were possessed by the 3 lineages including Paribatra, Thannapoom and
Ramsomphob. In the past this area there were plenty of fruit orchards, The famous rambutan
which well known as “Ngo Bangyikhan.” as an example 2) This area is not far from Bangyikhan
Liquor Factory and Bangkok's economic hub. This area was so crowded with people, most of
whom are laborers, at the same time the new habitants continued to replace the original group.
The new relationship models were not a kinship. The expropriation of the land during the
construction of Rama VIII bridge was a crucial event that reveal the unity cooperation between
the stakeholders in the community in resisting the expropriation process. Due to the land
expropriation, a large number of families had to move away, as well as the Bangyikhan Liquor
Factory was moved out too. This caused the community stay to be in a less active condition, while
still is a residential area. Currently, the community is still in a one part of the Chao Phraya River
Development Area. The project will be an important factor leading to significant changes that will

affect this community in the future.
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
