Title: An Evaluation of Sukhothai Thammathirat Open University English
Proficiency Test (STOU-EPT) E-Testing System.

Abstract

The objectives of this evaluative research were: (1) to evaluate Sukhothai Thammathirat Open
University English Proficiency Test (STOU-EPT) E-Testing system and (2) to improve the STOU-EPT E-
Testing system based on the evaluation results. The research samples were: forty five representatives
of the Office of Registration Record and Evaluation (ORRE); three representatives of the Information
Service Center; eight representatives, two from each STOU Regional Distance Education Center in
Lampang, Nakhon Sawan ,Udon Thani and Nakhon Sri Thammarat; six consultants from Kasetsart
University; four lecturers of ORRE who utilized the STOU-EPT item bank system; and two officers of the
Testing Research and Development Center who utilized the STOU-EPT item bank system. One hundred
and thirty one university students who participated in the STOU-EPT E-Testing system. The research
instruments are questionnaire and interview. The data was analyzed by using frequency, percentage,
average value, standard deviation and content analysis.

The evaluation results revealed that the registration system, STOU-EPT item bank system,
administration system, and management control system operated conveniently and rapidly with higher
scores than the criteria. The manual was correct according to the operating procedures, user— friendly,
and easy to follow. Nevertheless, some suggestions for improvements which can be improved were
addressed: (1) the University should provide acceptable incentive pay for the foreigners who
participating in the voice recording for the Listening Part; (2) the dialogue in the Listening Part should
be native speakers’ voice to meet the test standard; (3) the test introduction DVD in the Listening Part
should be in accordance with the test items; (4) the university should provide the widescreen
computers to support the system’s application to display the continued questions in the Reading Part,
presenting the reading passage, on the left of the computer screen and the questions on the right.
Because of the length of the reading passage dividing into top and bottom sections made it
inconvenient for the examinees; (5) the university should allow the examinees to make notes on Part
1 (Listening) in the e-Ticket; and the University should inspect the examinee card after completing Part
1 (Listening) and retain e-Ticket to prevent the disclosure of test. Most of the evaluation results showed
the areas of improvement on the test system which were: checking the computer connection to the
test system; adjusting sound levels on the computers; providing headsets with clear sounds; shortening
test introduction DVD in the Listening Part to be inconsistent accordance with the test items; sticking a
brief introduction to the test on the computer desk for review; adding a return button to the Listening

Part to do the test individually, and display the time for the Listening Part.
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
