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Abstract

The objectives of the research are 1) to study biography of Mr. Tree Kokkamhaeng, 2) to
analyse and synthesise his personnel experience conceming sodial experience, roles, behavior and work
administration through good govemance for forestry administration and 3) create a video set to express
Mr. Kokkamhaeng’s good governance.

This qualitative research has compiled important data from 2 main designed good
governance sources. By using snowball technique, forty three informants have been interviewed. Based on
several documents from libraries and personnel manuscripts of Mr. Kokkamhaeng, triangulation technique
has been applied to analyse his administrative behaviors. Results from the analysing have been used to
aeate a video set.

The research revealed that Mr. Kokkamhaeng was bom on 26th November BE. 2460, in a
poor fruit-fammer family at Bukkalo District, Thonburi Province. He was the seventh son of Mr. Boonsia and
Mrs. Tah Kokkamhaeng. He finished primary and secondary levels at Wat Nuan Nonadis and Ban Somdej
Chaophraya, respectively. Between BE. 2479 and 2480, he studied at Prae Forestry School,RF.D.Royal
Forest Department, which has been presently the Faculty of Forestry, Kasetsart University. He died with
cancer in 8 August BE. 2516 at nearly 56, years old. Mr. Tree Kokkamhaeng married Ms. Puangkaew
Boonmuang in BE. 2498. Mr. Kokkamhaeng’s family had 2 children. Starting with the fourth level forester
superintendant, he has been worked in only RF.D. from BE. 2479 until his death. Between BE. 2505 and
2514, his important positions have been the Regional Forestry Directors of Phitsanulok, Lampang and
Nakhon Sawan. and Deputy Director General of RF.D. in BE. 2514. On 1* October BE. 2514, he has been in
charge of the Director General of RFD. until his death. His highest decoration is “Knight Grand Cross (First
Class)”. Based on 4 prime principles and 10 principles of good govemance, generated by Office of the Public
Sector Development Commission, he could be completely applied as good govemance in forestry
administration. The most prominent principles of his good govemance have been 1) integity and
accountability principle, espedially his devotedly responsibilities, 2) legal principle, the emphases have been
focused on rules and regulations and 3) responsibility principle, the concentration has been based mainly
on ethics. Nevertheless, a 40 minutes video set has been created to expresses main contents conceming
Mr. Kokkamhaeng’s biography and his works, together with his good govemance in forest administration.
Factors of and impacts from his sood govermance have also been stated.
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
