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Abstract

This research aimed (1) to survey the demand for Distance Training Package on
Flash Flood Disasters for School of Phrae Primary Educational Service Area 2, (2) to
develop Distance Training Package on Flash Flood Disasters, (3) to study the efficiency of
Distance Training Package on Flash Flood Disasters, and (4) to study opinions of the
students toward the quality of Distance Training Package on Flash Flood Disasters. The
research sample consisted of two groups. Group 1 were 381 primary school students, and
263 teachers of Phrae Primary Educational Service Area 2, Phrae Province. This group was
used in the survey for their demand on Distance Training Package on Flash Flood Disasters.
Group 2 sample were 55 primary school students studying in Grade 6 of Phrae Primary
Educational Service Area 2. They were participated in the study to determine efficiency
and quality of Distance Training Package on Flash Flood Disasters. All students enrolled in
the second term of academic year 2013. They were randomly selected by group sampling
method. Research tools employed were (1) an Internet-based Training Package on Flash
Flood Disasters, (2) two parallel forms of an achievement test used for pre-testing and
post- testing; and (3) a questionnaire to evaluate students’ opinion towards the Training
Package on Flash Flood Disasters. Statistics used for data analysis were the E,/E, efficiency
index, mean, standard deviation, and Student’s t-test.

The results have shown that (1) Teachers had desire to have access to Distance
Training Package on Flash Flood Disasters. The teachers wanted to know the contents on
guidance and prevention of Flash Flood Disasters. Whereas, the students needed the
Distance Training Package on Flash Flood Disasters. They hoped to apply the knowledge
acquired to use in the real situation when the flood occurs. In respected to the contents
of Distance Training Package, the students also wanted to know the contents on guidance
and prevention of Flash Flood Disasters. (2) the developed Training package on Flash
Flood Disasters was efficient as evident by a E;/E, ratio of 81.09/79.06 met the 80/80
efficiency criterion; (3) the students trained with the training package had progressed
significantly at the 0.05 level; and (4) the opinion of the trained students towards the
quality of the training package were at the highly satisfactory level.
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
