Title : Readiness of Thai Contractors in Approaching ASEAN Economic Community (AEC)

Abstract

The objectives of this research were to: 1) study the current state and organizational
factors of Thai contractors; 2) analyze organizational factors affecting the readiness of Thai
contractors with regard to service trade liberalization and regional integration, particularly ASEAN
Economic Community (AEC); 3) assess the extent of readiness of Thai contractors in approaching
trade liberalization and entering ASEAN Economic Community (AEC); 4) study the effect of laws
and regulations related to trade liberalization on Thai contractors; and to 5) propose a guideline to
prepare the readiness of Thai contractors in approaching ASEAN Economic Community (AEC).

Population for this research was 237 contractors. The sample size of 149 contractors was
allocated by the Taro Yamane Theory which has 95% reliability. Tool used for survey research
was a questionnaire. Statistics used for research processing were Frequency, Percentage, Mean,
Standard Deviation, Pearson’s Correlation Coefficient, and Multiple Regressions. While the
analysis of related laws was done by document analysis.

Research findings were as follows; 1) the current state of Thai contractors showed that
52.6% were company limited, 67.1% had authorized share capital less than 50 million Baht,
56.6% were all Thai shareholders, 30.3% had specialization on road and highway projects, 56.5%
employed ASEAN labor, and 22.4% had the readiness to construct both large scale building
projects and civil work projects equally; 2) the overall average of organizational factors were at a
high level. Considering thoroughly, management factor has the highest average in high level,
corporate factor has the 2nd highest average in high level, while strategic factor has the least
average in high level; 3) the overall readiness of Thai contractors were in moderate level,
however, when considered in more details it was found that readiness of material and technology
was the highest and readiness of human resource, budgeting and administration management
came after respectively; 4) laws and regulations related to Thai contractors classified into 4
groups; construction law, business laws and alien business law, professional law and custom law;
and 5) guideline for the preparation of Thai contractors should be separated into 2 contexts which
included strengthening competency in the local market and enhancing competitiveness within

ASEAN market.
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
