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Abstract

The objectives of this study were to: 1) study context of production and marketing for
free-pesticide vegetable production as well as the problem in production from certified farmer
group members and Independent Farmers; 2) analyze the factors leading to successful free-
pesticide vegetable production for certified farmer group members; 3) analyze the factors leading
to successful free-pesticide vegetable production for independent farmer; 4) comparative analysis
the factors leading to successful free-pesticide vegetable production between certified farmer
group members and independent farmer and 5) recommence the guideline to improve free-
pesticide vegetable production and marketing system in the study area.

The samples consisted of two groups of farmer, including 38 farmer group members
and7lindependent farmers which were selected by random sampling representation. Descriptive
statistics and multi-correlation analysis were applied to analyze the data.

The results were as follows. 1) The main production problems of studied groups are the
output less than market demand and the output flow non-continuing caused by natural
condition and financial constrains 2) The factors leading to successful free-pesticide vegetable
production of certified farmer group members were; (1) produce the output meet the standard of
free-pesticide vegetable production, (2) implement process production follow to the guideline of
production, (3) produce the output. 3) The factors leading to successful free-pesticide vegetable
production of the independent farmers were; (1) produce the output meet the demand of the
market; (2) continuously produce the output; (3) produce the output correspond the demand of
market. 4) The factors leading to successful in free-pesticide vegetable production of the two
groups of farmers did not show significant different between them but the major factors leading
to successful in free-pesticide vegetable production of the certified farmer group were focus on
the quantity of output that can meet the demand of the market and they can produce the
output continuously. 5) Technology and innovation applied to the production system as well as

alternative vegetable growing were recommended for the production in this area.
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
