Abstract

The objectives of this research were to 1) examine the economic, social, cultural
and administrative contexts of communities affecting democratic community making 2)
examine characters of democratic community were originated from important
conditions in strong community organizations 3) examine problems of democratic
community making 4) suggest solutions for democratic communities making.

This was mixed methodology research. The samples were 13 community
organizations selected by purposing sampling. The qualitative methodology, data were
collected via questionnaires and data were analyzed using the percentage, mean and
standard deviation. The quantitative methodology, data were collected via in-deep
interview and data were analyzed using descriptive analysis.

The findings were as follows: 1) the economic, social, cultural and administrative
contexts of communities affecting democratic communities making such as community
enterprise, social capital, local wisdom and local culture were high at the level (X =
4.16) 2) characteristics of democratic community were self-government, self-
management, self-dependent through participation in learning process in community
affecting were high at the level (X = 4.19) 3) problems of democratic community
making were members of communities gave importance to make a living more than
public interest affecting were high at the level (X = 3.27) 4) solutions for democratic
communities making were activating members of communities to be united in action
and spirit by traditional activities or custom activities arrangement because unity was
