Research Title : Guidelines of lifelong education promotion for people in rural areas by the elderly local wisdom

Abstract

The study was carried out with 3 objectives: 1) to study present situation, needs and readiness of the elderly
local wisdom in promoting lifelong education for people in rural areas ; 2) to identify ideas of the committee of the elderly
clubs, school administrators and teachers, administrators and personnel of non-formal and informal education agencies about
guidelines for promoting lifelong education for people in rural areas by the elderly local wisdom; and 3) to synthesize and
propose guidelines for promoting lifelong education for people in rural areas by the elderly local wisdom.

The study composed of 3 steps. The first step was studying present situation, needs and readiness of the elderly
local wisdom in promoting lifelong education for people in rural areas. The sample were 45 elderly local wisdom from 5
provinces in the central region. Research instrument was the interview questionnaire. The data were analyzed by content
analysis. The second step was identify ideas of the committee of the elderly clubs, school administrators and teachers,
administrators and personnel of non-formal and informal education agencies about guidelines for promoting lifelong
education for people in rural areas by the elderly local wisdom. The samples composed of 30 committee’s members of the
elderly clubs, 60 primary and secondary school administrators and teachers, 60 administrators and personn el of non-formal
education agencies and 50 informal education organizers, totally 200 people from 5 provinces. Research instrument were the
interview form for the committee’s members of the elderly clubs and questionnaires for the rest 3 groups of the samples. The
third step was synthesizing and proposing guidelines for promoting lifelong education for people in rural areas. The data
from the first and the second steps were synthesized to form the draft of guidelines for promoting lifelong education for
people in rural areas. Then the draft guidelines was presented at the local meeting to obtain feedback and suggestions from
17 related people.

Results of the study were: 1) At present, the elderly local wisdom rather had opportunity for informally
transferring their knowledge and experiences to people in rural areas. They were willing and ready to transfer their expertise
in order to promote each type of education. 2) The committee of the elderly clubs, school administrators and teachers,
administrators and personnel of non-formal and informal education agencies agreed that the elderly local wisdom were very
useful to promote each type of education. They proposed guidelines for the elderly local wisdom to support each type of
education which composed of the following main items: types of knowledge provided, methods for transferring knowledge,
places and period of time for transferring knowledge. 3) The guidelines for promoting lifelong education for people in rural
areas by the elderly local wisdom proposed were composed of 7 components: objectives; scope of knowledge for
transferring; activities; methods; places; follow-up and evaluation methods and expected outcomes. Moreover 9 items of the
strategy for successful implementation were included in the guidelines. They were: employing community-based approach,
setting up community lifelong education committee, having policy and plan in applying local wisdom to each type of
education, setting up coordination unit, developing the elderly local wisdom data base, forming up the elderly local wisdom
group, compiling and disseminating body of knowledge of the elderly local wisdom through various types of media,
promoting understanding about the value of local wisdom among organizers of each type of education and providing
supports to the elderly local wisdom.
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
