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The Accessibility on Alcoholic Beverages among Pupils and Students, and Law
Compliance of On-Premise and Off-Premise Alcohol Retailers in Zoning Areas

around Educational Institutes in Suburban and Rural Areas
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Abstract

The objectives of a cross—sectional study were to study: 1) the alcohol drinking behavior of pupils and students in the
zoning area, 2) factors influencing the pupils and students accessibility to alcoholic beverages around the educational institutes,
3) the situation of legal compliance of the alcohol retailers in the zoning areas, 4) factors influencing the legal compliance of the
alcohol retailers in the zoning areas, and 5) process and results of the governmental officers on enforcing the retailers around
the educational institutes to comply the zoning measure in the suburban and rural areas. The sample groups consisted of 1)
543 pupils and students by self-administered questionnaires, 2) 120 alcohol outlets by observation and purchasing survey, 3)
119 alcohol retailers by self-administered questionnaires, and 4) 11 governmental officers who responded for enforcing the
alcohol beverage selling in the area by in-depth interviewing. Statistics using for quantitative data analysis were frequency,
percentage, mean, median, min, max, SD, and Logistic Regression. For qualitative data, a content analysis was used.

The results showed that, 1) in the past year, pupils and students purchased alcoholic beverages near the schools or in
zoning areas (45.7%); 2) knowledge regarding regulation measures to control alcoholic drinks influencing the students’
purchasing of alcoholic beverages in the zoning areas; 3) in the past 3 months, 45.4% of alcohol retailers sold alcoholic
beverages to pupils and students under 20 years old, with 38.8% of selling during the time that the law prohibit (2.00-5.00
PM.), the success rate of alcohol purchase trial was 100.0% even when buyers look like youths under 20 years old without
age checking by the retailers, and 100.0% was found during the time that the law allows; 4) the retailer factors regarding
gender, attitude on the measures, awareness of the measures, adoption of the measures, efficacy to the government officers,
used to be examined by government officers, retailers at the different level of educational institutions, and the distance from
the school 1,001 - 1,500 meters, affecting the compliance of the Alcoholic Beverage Control Act of B.E.2551 in regard to alcohol
selling in the zoning; 5) In recent years, there were many working agencies working on the usual duties which focus on
integration with multiple tasks and organizations, furthermore, there were randomly 1-3 times per year for preventive
examination to follow the Act. However, from previous entrepreneurs, who were pre-zoning and post-zoning measures. The
legal compliance was rarely different. Additionally, students who had been drinking alcohol near the school thus they changed
their places to drink farther.
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
