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A PRESENTATION OF THAI CITIZENSHIP IN POLITICAL POEMS
RECEIVING THE PHAN WAEN FAH AWARD
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Abstract

The goal of this study was to analyze at the content and strategies for presenting
Thai citizenship in Phan Waen Fah Award poems. The research target group was Phan
Waen Fah award-winning literature books and poetries from 2003 to 2020, with a total of
207 first prize winner stories, runner-up award, and consolation prize. The research tool
was a data record which was used to analyze the content of Thai citizenship using
percentage statistics and descriptive-analytical methods.

According to the findings of the study, there were four aspects to Thai citizenship
between 2003 and 2012. The first aspect was the deference, which included respecting
the nation, religion, and monarchy, respecting rights and accepting differences, and
respecting society's rules. The second aspect was the unity, which included the concord
among group members. The wisdom aspect came next, which included the awareness of
arguing with reasons, rational decision-making in the face of problems, and the application
of knowledge gained through education to pave the way for career or self-development,
as well as societal improvement. The last aspect was morality, which included honesty,
sacrifice, frugality, diligence, compassion, kindness, sympathy, discipline, and gratitude.
Between 2013 and 2020, there were four different aspects to Thai citizenship. The first
aspect was the deference, which included respecting the nation, religion, and monarchy,
respecting rights and accepting differences, respecting society's rules, respecting other
people’s opinion, and respecting other related persons. The second aspect was the unity,
which included the concord among group members, responsibility sharing, teamwork, and
collaboration to make improvements. The wisdom aspect came next, which included
the awareness of arguing with reasons, rational decision-making in the face of problems,
and rational thinking and analysis. The last aspect was morality, which included honesty,
sacrifice, frugality, diligence, compassion, kindness, sympathy, discipline, and gratitude.

Between 2003 and 2012, there were 21 (16.03%) Phan Waen Fah Award-winning
political poetries with content on Thai citizenship, and between 2013 and 2020, there
were 38 (50.00%)
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
