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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were threefold: (1) to develop tutorial audio texts summary
(TATS) of integrated unit contents for undergraduate student; (2) to study learning achievement of
undergraduate students who leamed from TATS integrated unit contents; (3) to study the
satisfaction of undergraduate students who learned from the TATS integrated unit contents. This
study was of the research and development type. The research design comprised two stages. The First
Stage was the development of TATS for undergraduate student through six steps: (1) Study the
body of knowledge on production of TATS; (2) Select a course to produce TATS; (3) Propose the
process for the developing TATS, as well as create a tool to review the developed steps; (4) Review
the draft process for developing TATS by seven experts. The research tools comprise the interview
form and the quality assessment form; (5) Produce four units of TATS; (6) Assess the quality of the
developing TATS by another group of five experts. The research tools comprised a quality assessment
form and TATS of four units that have been improved according to the recommendations of experts.
The Second Stage was to study the results of using TATS. It had two following steps: (1) Conduct
an experiment with TATS with undergraduate students enrolled in Educational Technology and
Communication courses. Thirty students simple random sampling. They were classified in a single
experiment with three students, a group experiment with six students, and in a field experiment
with twenty-one students. Research tools include TATS four units, achievement test. and a
questionnaire on the opinions of students. Data were collected from students in individual, group,
and field trials. data analysis comprise the statistics used to analyze the data were efficiency values,
mean, standard deviation, t-test and content analysis. (2) TATS by asking for opinions and
interviewing the sample group.

Major Findings: (1) the four units of the developed TATS were efficient at 83.00/82.00,
81.00/80.00, 80.50/80.00 and 81.00/81.00 respectively, all of which met the set 80.00/80.00
efficiency criterion; (2) the post-learning achievement scores of the students who learned from the
TATS were significantly higher than their pre-learning counterpart scores at the .05 level of statistical

significance; (3) the students were satisfied at the highest level with the audio textbooks.
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
