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Abstract

The purpose of this research were to (1) study development, concepts and theories of an accession to
the Geneva Act, (2) study an international registration of appellations of origin and geographical indications on
Lisbon Agreement, Geneva Act, Regulations (EU) and protection of geographical indications under TRIPs
Agreement with registration system of Thai geographical indications, (3) analyze an international registration of
appellations of origin and geographical indications on Lisbon Agreement, Geneva Act, Regulations (EU) and
compare the protection of geographical indications under TRIPs Agreement with registration system of Thai
geographical indications, (4) propose the appropriate guideline in the context of Thailand for legal readiness for
Accession to The Geneva Act. This research is a qualitative research conducted based on the documentary
research and in—depth interview.

The result revealed that (1) an international registration of appellations of origin was originally adopted
in Lisbon Agreement and extensively developed to protect geographical indications under The Geneva Act that a
readiness for accession to this act were based on the concept of Harmonization of Law and the dualism theory
to unify national laws and international agreements in one coherence. (2) TRIPs agreement that Thailand become
a state party did not include any provision relating to international registration, but such registration is not
prohibited whereas The European Union has enacted regulations under The Geneva Act and Lisbon Agreement
to be exclusively exercised within their jurisdiction. (3) European Union enacted regulations to protect appellations
of origin and geographical indications under The Geneva Act and Lisbon Agreement candidate member states
were required to increase their product protections to reach a similar standard at the special level. However,
Thailand has to divide product protection into two levels following TRIPs agreement. (4) Thailand should, if
necessary, access to The Geneva Act. By preliminarily accessing to such Act, Thailand should add definition of
appellations of origin following to such Act and provision to allow the director general to issue subordinate
legislation for determine rules regarding international registration, and amend protection system to reach a
standard under The Geneva Act. The registered appellations of origin and registered geographical indications
cannot become generic. Provisions regarding the collecting fees, refusal, invalidation and cancellation of the

protection were suggested to add.
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
